The Standard Diploma is the diploma
given to all students who fulfill the
State of Florida's graduation
requirements. These requirements are
comprised of maintaining a 2.0 GPA,
specific classes, and passing state
examinations.

The Seal of Biliteracy is awarded to students with a 3.0
GPA or above who have earned at least a 3 on the FSA,
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/ completed 4 credits of a foreign language, and passed a
foreign language AP, IB, or AICE examination.

The Florida Seal of Fine Arts is awarded to students who
earn a standard high school diploma, complete three year-
long courses in dance, music, theater, or visual arts with a
grade of "A" or higher in each course, and fulfill at least
two of the five additional requirements set by the Florida
Department of Education.
